The weather in Kampala during late
August is generally warm and pleasant.
Daytime temperatures range from 24°C
to 27°C (75°F to 81°F), while nighttime
temperatures cool down to 19°C to 21°C
(66°F to 70°F). There is a possibility of
rain on 8 to 15 days during the month,
with an average rainfall of 158 mm. It
might help to carry along a light
sweater/jacket/shawl for your comfort
during evening outdoor activities.

Our team will be
available to provide any necessary
information and support upon your
arrival.
